Legislative Update 
 
Amendments 5, 7 and 9, which would have eliminated the required local effort property tax, one of the main funding sources for public 
education (billions per year), were taken off the November ballot by the Supreme Court of Florida.  These amendments would have also 
reinstated vouchers, eliminating restrictions on using taxpayers' money to support private and religious schools.
